Media Release & Content Usage Policy

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1. Purpose
This Media Release & Content Usage Policy (“Policy”) defines the rights, consents, and restrictions associated with the creation and use of any video, photo, or audio materials (“Content”) captured, edited, or produced by Cinestrix LLC (“Cinestrix,” “we,” “our,” or “us”).
It ensures that:
· All participants grant informed and lawful permission for recording and usage;
· Ownership and licensing terms are transparent; and
· All resulting creative materials are handled ethically, professionally, and legally.
This Policy applies to all clients, talent, crew, and collaborators involved in Cinestrix productions, whether appearing intentionally or incidentally in captured media.

2. Consent to Record and Use
By participating in or commissioning any production with Cinestrix LLC, every participant, client, model, actor, or featured individual (collectively “Participants”) grants Cinestrix the perpetual, worldwide, and irrevocable right to:
· Record, photograph, film, or otherwise capture their image, likeness, voice, and performance;
· Edit, reproduce, publish, distribute, or publicly display the recordings in any medium, now known or later developed;
· Use such materials for any lawful commercial, educational, or promotional purpose, including advertising, portfolio display, and digital or physical media distribution.
This consent applies to all territories and media formats, including online streaming, print, television, cinema, and social platforms, without further approval or compensation unless otherwise stated in a separate written release agreement.

3. Client-Commissioned Work
For commissioned or client-funded productions:
· Cinestrix grants the client a limited, non-exclusive license to use the final deliverables as outlined in the signed project agreement or proposal.
· Authorship credit remains with Cinestrix (e.g., “Produced by Cinestrix” or equivalent).
· Clients may not sell, sublicense, redistribute, or transfer usage rights to third parties without written authorization.
· Any new use outside the originally contracted purpose requires a separate licensing agreement and may include additional fees.

4. Publicity & Portfolio Usage
Cinestrix reserves the right to use completed works, excerpts, or behind-the-scenes footage for:
· Portfolio and website showcases
· Showreels, case studies, and pitch presentations
· Social media promotion and advertising
· Award entries, educational workshops, or industry exhibitions
Clients seeking to restrict such usage must notify Cinestrix in writing before final project delivery.
Depending on the level of exclusivity requested, a confidentiality or private-use surcharge may apply.

5. Release of Third-Party Appearances
Any person, business, or property featured—intentionally or incidentally—in Cinestrix productions agrees that:
· Their image, likeness, signage, or property may appear in the final content;
· They waive any rights to inspect, approve, or restrict the use of such materials;
· They release Cinestrix LLC, its employees, affiliates, and clients from any present or future claims, demands, or liabilities relating to their inclusion in the content.
Where appropriate, Cinestrix may request a signed appearance or property release form to confirm authorization.

6. Use of Minors
If an individual under the age of 18 participates in a production:
· A parent or legal guardian must sign a Minor Release Form granting permission to record and use the minor’s likeness and voice.
· The guardian also acknowledges full understanding of this Policy and waives any future claims on behalf of the minor.
Cinestrix will not knowingly publish identifiable images of minors without documented consent.

7. No Compensation Obligation
Unless explicitly stated in a written agreement, all participants, clients, and contributors waive any right to royalties, residuals, or future compensation connected with the usage, distribution, or promotion of the produced content.
This waiver applies regardless of:
· Future media formats,
· Geographic distribution, or
· Duration of public exposure.

8. Ownership of Content
All original footage, photographs, and sound recordings remain the exclusive property of Cinestrix LLC.
Clients are granted a license to use the final deliverables for their intended commercial or promotional purposes as defined in the contract.
Cinestrix retains:
· Ownership of all raw and edited files;
· The right to archive, re-edit, remix, or repurpose non-confidential content for internal, promotional, or educational use.
Archival materials are securely stored and may be deleted or reused at Cinestrix’s discretion after a reasonable retention period.

9. Location & Property Releases
When filming on private or restricted property:
· The property owner or authorized representative must sign a location release granting Cinestrix the right to record and use footage captured on the premises.
· If a client arranges a location without securing such permissions, the client assumes full responsibility for any legal disputes, claims, or damages resulting from unauthorized filming.
Cinestrix may refuse to film in any location where release conditions are unclear or legally insufficient.

10. Revocation of Consent
Once a participant or client has signed a release or once recording has occurred, consent cannot be revoked retroactively, as distribution, marketing, and public exhibition processes may already be underway.
In exceptional circumstances (such as safety, privacy, or reputational risk), Cinestrix may consider a content removal request, but this remains at the sole discretion of Cinestrix LLC.
Any approved takedown may involve a content withdrawal fee to cover administrative and distribution costs.

11. Liability Waiver
By participating in a Cinestrix production, all participants, clients, and collaborators agree to release, indemnify, and hold harmless Cinestrix LLC, its owners, contractors, affiliates, and agents from any and all claims arising out of:
· The recording, editing, or publication of their image, voice, or likeness;
· Perceived distortion or alteration of appearance during editing;
· Distribution, broadcast, or commercial use of the content.
This includes but is not limited to claims for invasion of privacy, defamation, or misrepresentation.

12. Moral and Ethical Use
Cinestrix is committed to ethical representation and will never intentionally use recorded material in a defamatory, obscene, or misleading context.
However, participants acknowledge that creative editing, dramatic effects, or narrative structure may alter context without constituting misuse.

13. Duration of Rights
All permissions and releases granted under this Policy are perpetual, worldwide, and irrevocable, unless explicitly limited by a separate written agreement.
This ensures long-term legal protection for both Cinestrix and its clients regarding archival, re-licensing, and public use.

14. Governing Law
This Policy and any related disputes are governed by the laws of the State of Wyoming, United States, without regard to conflict-of-law rules.
Any dispute shall be resolved exclusively in the courts of Sheridan County, Wyoming.
